• Ability to effectively communicate, orally and in writing with co-workers, staff and administration. 

• Ability to instruct and work with youth in the following areas: education & technology, arts & crafts, sports & 
recreation, character & leadership development and health & life skill development. 

• Ability to ensure the safety and wellbeing of youth participating in the program. 

• Ability to motivate youth and manage behavioral problems.
