e. Organize and implement annual Anishinaabe activities including but not limited to the Circle of Life
Academy Pow-Wow, Round Dance, Wild Ricing, Sugar Bush.

f.  Maintain the Circle of Life Drum Group.

e  Work collaboratively and cooperatively with administration, teachers, support staff, parents, students,
elders and Ojibwe Culture Specialists to ensure the needs of students are met and to maintain a positive
and professional teaching and work atmosphere.

b. Keep abreast of new trends and teaching methodologies in education through participation in
professional development activities including seminars, classes, and conferences
