The White Earth Reservation Business Committee is currently seeking a qualified applicant who will be 
responsible for providing assessments, investigations, outcome reports, and determinations of child 
maltreatment; including immediate responsibility and authority to assess risk levels to children and determine 
whether they are safe in their environment. 

• Provide assessment services to families subject to a child maltreatment report to assess the level of 
risk to children and provide thorough documentation and reports for the Indian Child Welfare 
department and Tribal Court. 

• Accept referrals to assess children who are reportedly at risk. 

• Meet with families to assess and improve the situation immediately if possible. 

• Provide child welfare checks on children subject to a child maltreatment report to perform family 
assessments and provide an alternative response to families. 

• Accept intakes screened in for assessments. 

• Travel to the location to physically see the child; to interview and assess the child. 

• Determine the level of risk assignment and course of action to ensure children are safe. 

• Performs other duties and responsibilities as required or assigned.
