Conducts criminal
investigations by gathering evidence, interviewing victims and witnesses, and interrogating suspects.

Respond to emergencies, protect people and property, enforce motor vehicle and criminal laws and
promote good community relations.

Arrest suspects and perpetrators of criminal acts.
