The
assessment examines a client’s life in far more detail so that accurate diagnosis, appropriate treatment placement, problem lists, and
treatment goals can be made. Using qualified clinicians, a comprehensive assessment enables the treatment provider to determine with
the client the most appropriate treatment placement and treatment plan. Assessments should include multiple sources of information to
obtain a broad perspective of the client’s history, level of functioning and impairment, and degree of distress.
